The Erdogan Government Has Received Authority from the (Turkish) Parliament to Send Troops

The Justice and Development (AKP) Goverment headed by Recep Tayyip Erdogan has received the authority for the deployment of Turkish troops to Iraq as a result of the "secret meeting" held in the Grand People's Assembly of Turkey (the Turkish Parliament) on Tuesday, 7 October.  The authority handed over by the Parliament to Erdogan is not only restricted to the deployment of Turkish troops to Iraq. The Erdogan Government can now deploy Turkish troops to anywhere in the Middle East and elsewhere around the globe.

The insistent attitude of the goverment for the deployment of Turkish troops despite the fact that an overwhelming majority of the people of Turkey are against the deployment of Turkish troops to Iraq results from the secret promises made by the AKP goverment to the US as well as the fact that the AKP Government has completely surrendered its destiny to the hands of the USA.

The USA had openly supported the AKP in the 3rd November 2002 elections and had played an important role in the AKP being elected. The support of the USA towards the Erdogan Government still continues.

The AKP Government has been arguing the necessity of Turkey sending troops to Iraq on two basic grounds. The first of these is the liquidation of the PKK-KADEK forces present in Northern Iraq. The second is to play a political role in the future  of Iraq. Certainly neither of these pretexts are convincing. For directly after the First Gulf War in 1991 Turkey had entered the Iraqi Kurdistan with a considerable amount of troops and in spite of the fact that the military presence of Turkey in this area lasted for ten years, it has not held a military operation towards KADEK forces. On the other hand, it can be estimated by all that the idea of Turkey having a say in the future of Iraq can be nothing but a figment of their imagination!

So then; why is Turkey dispatching troops to Iraq?

The AKP Government has come to power with the support of the US and in fact continues its rule with this support. Turkey has a debt of one hundred and ten billion (110) dollars and its economy is under the control and supervision of the IMF. The US, as the power controlling the IMF is applying economic pressure on Turkey. Furthermore, the US is manipulating the 'soft belly' of the Turkish sovereign forces, i.e. the Kurdish question, as an element of threat.

Determined not to solve the Kurdish question in a democratic manner, the sovereign forces of Turkey are afraid of the US establishing a Kurdish state in Northern Iraq and of this state provoking the Kurds in Turkey of also forming a separate state, in the event of them (i.e. the Turkish sovereign forces) not following the course steered by the US.

Undertaking to loan a credit of eight and a half billion (8.5) dollars to Turkey in return for Turkey deploying troops to Iraq; the US has furthermore promised to make Turkey partner to some of the tenders to be put out in the restoration of Iraq.

The US and British plans regarding the Middle East are not only restricted to Iraq. Syria and Iran are also included in the plans of the US. The USA is trying to maintain an alliance between Israel, Turkey and India in relation to the Middle East and to receive support in its Middle East policies from this trio. The recent bombing of Syria by Israel is also a part of this plan.  

Our Party has made a specific effort to exhibit the aggressive aims of the US towards Iraq since the first day and has taken its place at the forefront in the struggle of the people of Turkey against the US policies. And following the US occupation of Iraq, our struggle to end the US occupation and for the expulsion of the US from the Middle East continues.

Our Party is carrying on with its efforts of forming a front of struggle both in Turkey and the Middle East in order to drive the US from the Middle East. We are prepared to cooperate with all progressive and anti-imperialist forces in order for this struggle to obtain success.
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
